Preschool accessible to all: Enroll today

Since 1969, Pillars Community Health has provided a warm and nurturing environment that stimulates the growth and development of
each child, including infants and toddlers. Our educational services follow the Creative Curriculum model. In addition to these services, we
provide education for families around nutrition, child development, and prenatal and postnatal topics. Children receive nutritious meals
and snacks while at the Center, and families are encouraged to be part of our family engagement/social activities. Bilingual staff are
available to assist families and children as needed. As part of the larger Pillars Community Health organization, families also have access
to a variety of other services including medical, dental, mental health, domestic violence, and more. Pillars Community Health oversees
Head Start and Early Head Start programs for the following communities: Bedford Park, Bridgeview, Brookfield, Burbank, Chicago Ridge,
Countryside, Evergreen Park, Justice, Hickory Hills, Hodgkins, Hometown, La Grange, Lyons, Nottingham Park, Oak Lawn, Palos Hills,
Summit, Willows Springs, and Worth.

Full-Day Child Care, Subsidized by IDHS
Ages: 6 weeks through 5 years
Available Monday-Friday, 6:45 am-6 pm
Child care enables parents to work or be a full time student. Families must meet both Head Start and Child Care Assistance Program
eligibility requirements. Eligibility is based on income; a monthly co-payment is assessed.

How to Enroll

Pillars Community Health requires the following documents for enroliment in Head Start and Early Head Start: proof of age (child’s official
birth certificate—if child is a foster child, placement documents must also be submitted from placement agency); proof of address—two
items (e.g., copy of current lease, utility bill); proof of income (e.g., tax return, current and consecutive paystubs, income and expense
worksheet, verification of employment from employer); parent/guardian/foster-parent’s photo ID (e.g., driver’s license, state ID, passport);
medical card, if applicable; a completed physical exam completed by a licensed physican; and immunization records.

For enrollment in full-day child care, Pillars Community Health requires all of the documents listed above. In addition, if attending high
school or college, the parent must provide a current schedule verified by the principal’s office or student advisor. If receiving public assis-
tance (TANF), the parent must submit their Responsibility and Services Plan (RSP).

Edades: 3 a 5 anos; el programa Half-day Head Start (de medio dia) esta disponible por 3.5 horas al dia, lunes a jueves 8 am-11:30 am
0 12:30 pm-4 pm; Dia Extendido (Extended Day Duration) estéa disponible por 6 horas al dia de lunes a viernes, 9 am-3 pm
Nuestro programa de Head Start ofrece servicios a familias de bajos recursos, familias desamparadas y nifos y ninas en familias
desamparadas, y nifios y nifas de crianza temporal, asi como familias que reciben asistencia TANF y SSI. En el centro animamos a las
familias a involucrase en el programa.

Home-Based Head Start (Basado en el Hogar) y Early Head Start Gratuitos
Edades: Mujeres embarazada y O a 5 anos; la maestra hace visitas a casa de 90 minutos
Ofrecemos educacién pre y posnatal, grupos de socializacion dos veces al mes y programa de visitas a casa con actividades apropiadas
para la edad de los nifos y nifias. Estos programas apoyan el desarrollo y la relacién positiva entre padres e hijos usando el Padres como
Maestros (Parents as Teachers). La elegibilidad para el programa se basa en los ingresos.

Guarderia de Dia Completo, Subsidiada por IDHS
Edades: 6 semanas hasta 5 anos; disponible lunes a viernes, 6:45 am-6 pm
La guarderia permite a los padres trabajar o estudiar de tiempo completo. Las familias deben reunir los requisitos de ambos Head Start y del
Programa de Asistencia para Cuidado de Ninos. La elegibilidad para el programa se basa en los ingresos; se requiere un copago mensual.

Como Inscribirse

Pillars Community Health requiere los siguientos documentos para inscripcion en los pogramas Head Start y Early Head Start: constancia de
edad (certificado de nacimiento original—si el nifio o la nifia esta bajo custodia de un tutor legal, la agencia que lo colocé debe proporcionar
copias de los documentos) comprobante de domicilio—dos documentos (p.e., copia del contrato de arriendo, factura de servicios) comprobante
de ingresos (p.e., declaracion de impuestos, talones de cheques al dia y consecutivos, planilla de ingresos y gastos, verificacion del empleador),
identificacion con foto del padre/madre/tutor legal (p.e. licencia para conducir, identificacion del estado, pasaporte); tarjeta médica si aplica;
examen médico completado por un médico autorizado; y cartilla de vacunacion.

Para inscribirse en guarderia de tiempo completo, se requieren todos los documentos enlistados anteriormente. Adicionalmente, si el padre o
la madre assiste a la escuela secundaria o a la universidad, debe proporcionar un horario de clases actual, verificado por el director o conseje-
ro escolar del estudiante. Si recibe asistencia publica (TANF), el padre debe mostrar su Plan de Responsabilidad y Servicios (RSP).
