Pillars Community Health offers Head Start and Early Head Start for low-income families, families experiencing homelessness, foster
children, and TANF and SSI recipients. Eligibility requirements apply.

Free Head Start at the Child and Family Development Center
Ages: 3 to 5 years
Options include half-day and extended duration
Half-day Head Start is available 3.5 hours per day, Monday-Thursday, 8 am-11:30 am or 12:30 pm-4 pm;
Extended Duration is available 6 hours per day, Monday-Friday, 9 am-3 pm

Free Home-Based Head Start and Early Head Start
Ages: Pregnant women and birth through 5 years
Teacher visits the home once a week for 90 minutes

Full-Day Child Care, Subsidized by IDHS*
Ages: 6 weeks through 5 years
Available Monday-Friday, 6:45 am-6 pm
*Subsidized; monthly co-payment is assessed

All programs follow the Creative Curriculum model and include healthy meals and snacks; free parenting support as well as family
engagement/social activities; developmental and behavioral screenings; support for children with special needs; and access to other
Pillars Community Health services including medical, dental, mental health, domestic violence, and more.

How to Enroll

Contact a Family Support Worker at 708-995-3570 to learn more about the enroliment process. Parents/guardians will be required to
show certain documents for enroliment including proof of age (child’s birth certificate), proof of income, proof of address, parent/
guardian/foster-parent’s photo ID; parent/guardian’s official school schedule (if attending school); a completed physical exam completed
by a licensed physican; and immunization records. If receiving public assistance (TANF), the parent must submit their Responsibility and
Services Plan (RSP).

vacunas. Si reciben asistencia publica (TANF), los padres deben mostrar su Plan de Responsabilidades y Servicios (Responsibility and Services
Plan/RSP).
